Course overview 

 
This is a progression course. 
This qualification provides learners with an in-depth understanding of the knowledge and skills needed when working directly with children and 
young people in school and college environments. It covers all aspects of specialist support, including planning; delivering and reviewing 
assessment strategies to support learning alongside the teacher; bilingual support; special needs support; and personal development and reflective 
practice. As learners need to show competence in both skills and knowledge, they will need to be working or be on a practical placement during the 
taught programme of study in a learning environment (school or college). At Diploma level, the awarding body recommends that the learner 
undertakes approximately 100 hours of placement in a real work environment, in addition to the placement hours you worked at level 2.

 You will be assessed using a wide range of methods, which will include written assignments, displays, presentations and 
obsevations.  You will create an e-portfolio, in which you will keep your evidence, this portofolio will be assessed by our Internal 
Quality Assurer and the External Quality Assurer from the awarding body.

You will have successfully completed and attained Level 2 Certificate in Supporting Teaching and Learning. You will be working at level 
2 English and Maths or have attained functional skills at Level 2.  You must have a work placement within a school, which can be either 
voluntary or paid to complete this course.  Written confirmation of your placement will need to be provided.
