The course attracts applicants from a variety of sectors including the hair and beauty industry, NHS, building environment, local
government trainers and others. This short course will provide you with an overview of the main qualification and assess your functional
skills to ensure you are able to complete the qualification.

What will | study?

You will study:
e Be inducted into The Adult College of Barking and Dagenham and be introduced to our on-line learning system — so that you can

access classwork/assignments from home.
e Be provided with an overview of what teaching involves and ascertain your functional skills levels.

Assessment method

You will complete an online assessment of your functional skills. Teachers will also assess your communication and written skills,
through verbal and written assessment.

Entry requirements

GCSEs - grades A* - C /9 - 4 in English and Maths or a recognised level 2 equivalent
You must have a subject specialism that you want to teach and ideally hold a relevant subject specific qualification at Level 3 or higher
