You will work on your own and with 
other learners on different tasks so as well as developing your English skills you will be practicing life and work skills such as decision-
making, prioritising, collaborating and independence. You will be expected to complete homework to reinforce and extend your skills 
outside of class time.

 Use grammar correctly 

 Plan, draft and correct letters, reports, e-mails etc. 

 Use the correct language and format for different types of writing 

 Proof-read your work 

 Take part in discussions 

 Give a short presentation

Various assessment methods, including on-line and paper-based assessments, individual, group work and communication activities, 
and given feedback on your progress. Throughout the course you will also receive feedback from your tutor and learn the skills to self-
reflect and evaluate your progress.
